The Common Market for Eastern and Southern Africa (COMESA) has applied for financing from the African Development Bank (the Bank) toward the cost of the Capacity Building Program for Infrastructure Statistics in Transition States and intends to apply part of the agreed amount for this grant to payments under the contract for the recruitment and retention of a Programme Coordinator.
The objective of the Programme is “to improve the coverage of gender and infrastructure statistics in Transition States, mainly in the power and transport sectors”. It will support National Statistical Offices (NSOs) and infrastructure line ministries including ministries responsible for gender, and power and transport institutions by building capacity in gender responsive infrastructure data collection, validation, and dissemination. This project will deliver improved institutional, and human capacity for the generation of reliable and timely gender-responsive infrastructure statistics. It will also improve the Bank’s capacity in delivering on the High 5 “Power and Light up Africa” and “Integrate Africa”, and “Improve the quality of life of people of Africa”.

The project implementation and programme contract period is twenty four months and will be structured into the following components: 
1. Component 1: Capacity Building and Training 

2. Component 2: Development of Standardized Tools, Data collection, validation, processing and management 

3. Component 3: Knowledge Products generation 

4. Component 4: Project Management 

The overall services to be provided by the Programme Co-ordinator under this project is to oversee all aspects of the program i.e. technical, administrative, financial and procurement functions and provide guidance to the COMESA Secretariat as Executing Agency for the Program.  The specific services include the following:
(a) Preparation and submission of detailed annual work plans;

(b) coordinating the implementation of the Project in a timely manner and be responsible for the following technical components. Oversight of consultants dealing with design and development of an infrastructure statistics information system in transition states in the Program;

(c) development of a capacity building program for the collection and validation of energy and transport sector statistics in transition states;
(d) overseeing consultants on the energy needs investment modelling component of the exercise; 
(e) provision of general oversight over the financial and administrative aspect of the programme in line with COMESA policies; 

(f) provision of input for the development of technical reports and other project outputs;

(g) provision of technical support in the development of plans, terms of reference and strategies for all project components;

(h) coordination of recruitment of consultant(s); 

(i) management of the logistics and coordinate the activities/events, record and disseminate the outputs of technical and other working groups that may be formed in support of the various project deliverables;

(j) liaising with key stakeholders to optimise access and ensure timely organisation and facilitation of activities relating to the Project implementation;

(k) tracking and monitoring of the progress of each project initiative and adjust as necessary to ensure successful completion of each project;

(l) maintenance project calendar; 
(m) ensuring clear communication among all groups involved in the successful delivery of each activity of the Project;

(n) submission of quarterly progress reports to the Bank as per Protocol of Agreement between the COMESA Secretariat (Executing Agency) and the AfDB (Funder); and 

(o) performing such other duties as may be assigned by the COMESA Secretariat. 

The Common Market for Eastern and Southern Africa now invites eligible consultants to indicate their interest in providing these services. Interested consultants must provide information indicating that they are qualified to perform the services (Detailed Curriculum Vitae, description of similar assignments, experience in similar conditions, appropriate skills, experience and qualifications, etc.).  

The candidate shall meet the following minimum requirements:

a. at least a master’s degree in Statistics, Economics or related field;

b. must have at least 15 years’ experience working in the area of statistical development in a multi stakeholder (country) environment; and

c. work experience within multicultural teams and international organizations and highly knowledgeable in COMESA and Africa’s statistical development issues, questions and challenges.
